He See’s You When You’re Sleeping !

“The eyes of the LORD are in every place, beholding the evil and the good.” Proverbs 15:3

Sorry folks, this Bible study has nothing to do with santa claus or Christmas! It’s about the new world order and
the global government that is being established right in front of our eyes. If you ever have the feeling that you’re
being watched — you are, everyone is! Cameras are everywhere watching our every move. On street corners, on
highways, in parking lots, in drive throughs, in class rooms, even in stadiums. And, the government is actually
paying people all around the country to watch us day and night.

Also, a story broke on the internet not too long ago about a man who was attending a sporting event and it
looked like he was taking pictures of the game with his phone. But, in reality, he had his camera set to take a selfie
and it was found out that he was actually taking pictures looking up the skirt of the girl sitting behind him. All of a
sudden, this man received a text message on his phone, informing him of what he was doing and telling him to stop.
To say the least, this man was shocked to know that his phone was actually being monitored! This is just one of the
many instances that have taken place to let us know how we are all being watched and monitored on a daily basis.
